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ANTHONY TISCARENO FOUND GUILTY IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that on April 29, 2004, in Great Falls, after a 1 ½ -day federal district court trial before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, ANTHONY TISCARENO, a 24-year-old resident of Pasco, Washington, was found guilty of conspiracy to distribute methamphetamine.  Sentencing is set for August 17, 2004. TISCARENO is currently detained.


Beginning in about the fall of 2000, continuing through the date of the indictment, in Great Falls, and other areas, TISCARENO and others conspired to distribute 500 grams or more of methamphetamine.


This is the last case in a multi-jurisdictional investigation dubbed Operation Speedtrap.  Operation Speedtrap targeted a large-scale methamphetamine trafficking network in the Great Falls area.


TISCARENO faces possible penalties of a mandatory minimum 10 years to life in prison, a $4,000,000 fine and 5 years supervised release.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Lori Suek prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Federal Bureau of Investigation and the Cascade County Sheriff’s Office.
