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TOMI DENNIE PLEADS GUILTY AND IS SENTENCED IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Missoula, on April 30, 2004 before Chief U.S. District Judge Donald W. Molloy, TOMI DENNIE, a resident of Portland, Oregon, pled guilty to charges of possession of counterfeit securities. Sentencing was held during the same hearing.  DENNIE is currently detained.


In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States, the government stated it would prove at trial that DENNIE acknowledged that beginning sometime before and continuing until on or about February 16, 2004, in Missoula, and other locations within and without the State and District of Montana, TOMI DENNIE, did knowingly utter and possess counterfeit securities of an organization doing business in interstate commerce;  to wit: Thomas Cook, Inc. Traveler’s Checks in the denomination of $100.00 with the intent to deceive another person.
