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RUDY HARDIAN HO PLEADS GUILTY IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Missoula, on May 3, 2004 before Chief U.S. District Judge Donald W. Molloy, RUDY HARDIAN HO, a 53-year-old citizen of Indonesia, pled guilty to charges of fraud and misuse of visas, permits and other documents. Sentencing is set for September 3, 2004.  HO is currently detained.


In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States, the government stated it would prove at trial that HO acknowledged he committed fraud or misuse of a visa, permit of other document by using a false Social Security number to verify lawfulness of employment with his employer in Helena. 

 
HO admitted that he used a 1997 BMW vehicle to commit or facilitate commission of the offense in the fraud or misuse of a visa, permit or other document by using a false Social Security number to verify lawfulness of his employment, and said employment.  As a result of his guilty plea, HO will shall forfeit the vehicle to the United States.


He faces possible penalties of 5 years in prison, a $250,000 fine and 3 years supervised release for fraud and misuse of visas, permits and other documents.  For misuse of a social security number, he faces possible penalties of 3 years in prison, a $250,000 fine and 1 year supervised release.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Elizabeth Horsman prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Bureau of Immigration and Customs Enforcement.
