WHITESHIELD was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to money laundering.  On February 28, 2003, WHITESHIELD made a wire transfer in the amount of $1,000 to another person in Ogden, Utah.  This person was a source who provided methamphetamine and marijuana that was purchased by WHITESHIELD and others and then sold on the Northern Cheyenne Indian Reservation.  WHITESHIELD intended to assist in the carrying on of the unlawful distribution of the controlled substances.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Marcia Hurd prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Federal Bureau of Investigation.
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
