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JOVANNA RICHELLE WALLACE SENTENCED AFTER 


REVOCATION HEARING IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Billings, on May 12, 2004, before Senior U.S. District Judge Jack D. Shanstrom, JOVANNA RICHELLE WALLACE, age 27, appeared for sentencing.  WALLACE  was sentenced to a term of:

Prison: 4 years and 3 months


WALLACE was sentenced after a revocation hearing.  On August 10, 2000, WALLACE appeared before now Senior United States District Judge Jack D. Shanstrom after pleading guilty to charges of bank fraud and counterfeit checks.  WALLACE had obtained a voided Crow Tribal check while she was an employee of the Crow Tribe and subsequently used computer scanning equipment to alter the check and prepare fifteen separate counterfeit checks.  WALLACE also negotiated several other checks totaling $53,760.20.


WALLACE was sentenced to 1 year and 1 day on each count to run concurrent.  While serving that sentence, she escaped from Alternatives Pre-release Center and was charged with escape.  On December 13, 2001, WALLACE was sentenced to 4 months custody to run concurrent with the previous sentence.


On September 10, 2002, her supervised release was revoked and she was committed to the custody of the Bureau of Prisons for a period of 11 months.  She was also ordered to serve a term of supervised release of 49 months.  Since that time, WALLACE violated the terms of her probation.


Because there is no parole in the federal system, the “truth in sentencing” guidelines mandate that WALLACE will likely serve all of the time imposed by the court.  In the federal system, WALLACE does have the opportunity to earn a sentence reduction for “good behavior.”  However, this reduction will not exceed 15% of the overall sentence.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Klaus Richter prosecuted this case for the United States.
