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JOSEPH EDWARD BROWN, SR, SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls, on May 20, 2004, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, JOSEPH EDWARD BROWN, SR., a 66-year-old resident of Harlem, appeared for sentencing.  BROWN was sentenced to a term of:

BROWN was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to charges of abusive sexual contact.


During the years of 1999 through 2002, on several occasions at BROWN’s residence in Harlem, which in within the boundaries of the Fort Belknap Indian Reservation, BROWN engaged in sexual contact with a person less than 16 years of age.  The victim was interviewed by the Federal Bureau of Investigation after having disclosed to Social Services that BROWN had touched her inappropriately when she was approximately twelve years old, and had done so on several other occasions when she was approximately thirteen or fourteen.


Because there is no parole in the federal system, the “truth in sentencing” guidelines mandate that BROWN will likely serve all of the time imposed by the court.  In the federal system, BROWN does have the opportunity to earn a sentence reduction for “good behavior.”  However, this reduction will not exceed 15% of the overall sentence.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Lori Suek prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Federal Bureau of Investigation.
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
