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GREGORY GEORGE DENNY SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls, on June 17, 2004, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, GREGORY GEORGE DENNY, a 29-year-old resident of Box Elder, appeared for sentencing.  DENNY was sentenced to a term of:

DENNY was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to charges of conspiracy to distribute methamphetamine.  


On December 2, 2001, agents with the Tri-Agency Task Force in Havre were executing a search warrant at a residence when they encountered DENNY.  During the search, the Task Force recovered methamphetamine from the residence.  The Task Force agents learned that DENNY had introduced the owner of the residence to another individual who sold the methamphetamine.  


In June of 2002, through a cooperating witness, law enforcement learned that DENNY was selling ounce quantities of methamphetamine and had sold the witness 2 ounces.  In June 2003, law enforcement learned from another cooperating witness that DENNY and a co-defendant were selling methamphetamine and had two pounds of methamphetamine that the witness observed.  DENNY and the co-defendant were located at a residence described by the witness, and were found to be in possession of approximately 5 grams of methamphetamine.


The co-defendant was interviewed on June 30, 2003.  The co-defendant advised that DENNY had borrowed money to purchase methamphetamine, and stated he had received large quantities of methamphetamine from two Hispanic males, and that he owed them  money.  During the following week, the co-defendant observed DENNY with ounce quantities of methamphetamine on at least four occasions.  The co-defendant assisted DENNY in collecting money for methamphetamine that DENNY had supplied.  


Another cooperating witness interviewed on the same date advised that DENNY had delivered approximately nine grams of methamphetamine to the witness on the Friday prior to the interview.  The witness had sold the methamphetamine on the Rocky Boy’s Indian Reservation.  


During the summer of 2003, the Task Force received information from numerous cooperating witnesses that they had used or purchased methamphetamine from DENNY, or that DENNY had introduced them to individuals who in turn sold them methamphetamine. 


Because there is no parole in the federal system, the “truth in sentencing” guidelines mandate that DENNY will likely serve all of the time imposed by the court.  In the federal system, DENNY does have the opportunity to earn a sentence reduction for “good behavior.”  However, this reduction will not exceed 15% of the overall sentence.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Lori Suek prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Tri-Agency Drug Task Force and the Federal Bureau of Investigation.
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
