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LORENA ROSE FOUR SOLES PLEADS GUILTY IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls, on June 18, 2004, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, LORENA ROSE FOUR SOLES, a 20-year-old resident of Box Elder, pled guilty to charges of assault with a dangerous weapon.  Sentencing is set for November 8. 2004, at 1:30 p.m.  FOUR SOLES is currently detained.


In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States, the government stated it would prove at trial that during the late night hours of March 11, 2004 and the early morning hours of March 12, 2004, a party occurred at a residence Box Elder, which is located on the Rocky Boy’s Indian Reservation.  All occupants of the home were sleeping by 5:30 a.m.


On March 12, 2004, at approximately 7:00 a.m., FOUR SOLES and two other people entered the residence through an unlocked front door.  Their intent was to confront a person they believed was staying at that residence. 


Upon their entry into the home, FOUR SOLES and the two others attempted  to locate the person they were looking for.  During that process, FOUR SOLES and the two others,  entered a bedroom in which two people were sleeping.  FOUR SOLES struck one of the people in the face and head with an alcoholic beverage bottle. 


Prior to FOUR SOLES leaving the residence, she threatened the victim with further bodily harm if she notified law enforcement of the assault.


FOUR SOLES admitted to FBI agents that she was the person who had attacked the victim with the bottle.


She faces possible penalties of 10 years in prison, a $250,000 fine and 3 years supervised release. 


Assistant U.S. Attorney Lori Suek prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Federal Bureau of Investigation.
