CLINTON was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to misdemeanor charges of unauthorized range treatment. 


In August of 2000, CLINTON knowingly used poison on federal lands administered by the Bureau of Land Management (BLM).  On July 29, 2000, the BLM advised CLINTON that it would not authorize the poisoning of prairie dogs on federal lands adjacent to the Three Bar Ranch in Powder River County.  CLINTON proceeded without authorization and directed the use of poison to eradicate prairie dogs on approximately 58 acres of actively occupied federal land administered by the BLM.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Leif Johnson prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by Bureau of Land Management law enforcement.
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
