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JOSEPH RICHARD DUBOIS PLEADS GUILTY IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls, on July 1, 2004,  before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, JOSEPH RICHARD DUBOIS, a 20-year-old resident of Hays, pled guilty to charges of burglary.  Sentencing is set for October 18, 2004.  DUBOIS is currently detained.


In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States, the government stated it would prove at trial that during the early morning hours of July 28, 2003, Fort Belknap Police Officers observed suspicious activity in Martin’s Grocery Store, which was closed to business.  Upon further investigation, the officers observed a burglary in progress.  Officers apprehended DUBOIS, who was hiding in the store.  The burglary was recorded on surveillance tape.


After being advised of his Miranda Rights, DUBOIS confessed to the burglary of Martin’s Grocery Store.  He also admitted he burglarized the store earlier in the summer.


He faces possible penalties of 20 years in prison, a $50,000 fine and 3 years supervised release. 


Assistant U.S. Attorney Lori Suek prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Fort Belknap Tribal Police and the Federal Bureau of Investigation.
