Order of Deportation: BUIAC is prevented from re-entering the United States for 10 years


BUIAC was sentenced in connection with her guilty plea to charges of improper entry by an alien and damage to property of the United States. 


On June 30, 2004, at the Port of Morgan, BUIAC, a citizen of Romania, entered the United States at an unsecured and unattended port of entry, thereby eluding examination or inspection by immigration officers.


On June 30, 2004, at the Port of Morgan, BUIAC injured property of the United States by driving her car into and through the official barrier.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Elizabeth Horsman prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the United States Border Patrol and the Bureau of Immigration and Customs Enforcement.
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
