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SALVADOR GARCIA-DeLaCRUZ SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Helena, on July 12, 2004, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, SALVADOR GARCIA-DELACRUZ, a 35-year-old citizen of Mexico, appeared for sentencing.  GARCIA-DELACRUZ was sentenced to a term of:

GARCIA-DELACRUZ was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to charges of illegal re-entry of a deported alien.


On January 6, 2004, Department of Homeland Security agents in Havre were contacted by the Havre Police Department for assistance in detaining two subjects who were traveling on a freight train.  Upon arrival, the agents interviewed the subjects, who admitted they were Mexican citizens and entering the United States illegally.  


During processing at the Havre Border Patrol Station, the agents discovered GARCIA-DELACRUZ had been arrested several times for immigration violations.  GARCIA-DELACRUZ admitted to the violations.  


Immigration records indicated GARCIA-DELACRUZ had been deported on three previous occasions:  September 3, 1992; June 6, 1995; and May 14, 1999. 


Assistant U.S. Attorney George Darragh prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Bureau of Customs and Border Protection.
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
