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CALVIN GARRETSON SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Billings, on July 28, 2004, before Senior U.S. District Judge Jack D. Shanstrom, CALVIN GARRETSON, a 40-year-old resident of Sheridan, appeared for sentencing.  GARRETSON was sentenced to a term of:

Probation: 2 years

GARRETSON was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to charges of false declarations before a Grand Jury. 


On or about December 19, 2002, in Billings, GARRETSON, having duly taken an oath in a proceeding before a grand jury of the United States to testify truthfully, knowingly made a false material declaration.  The declaration involved conversations with certain individuals regarding drug deals and his involvement with them.


Because there is no parole in the federal system, the “truth in sentencing” guidelines mandate that GARRETSON will likely serve all of the time imposed by the court.  In the federal system, GARRETSON does have the opportunity to earn a sentence reduction for “good behavior.”  However, this reduction will not exceed 15% of the overall sentence.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Jim Seykora prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Drug Enforcement Administration.
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
