JOSE LUIS GARIBAY-GARIBAY PLEADS GUILTY IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Missoula, on July 29, 2004, before Chief U.S. District Judge Donald W. Molloy, JOSE LUIS GARIBAY-GARIBAY pled guilty to charges of illegal re-entry of a deported alien.  Sentencing is set for November 12, 2004, at 10:30 a.m. GARIBAY-GARIBAY is currently detained.


In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States, the government stated it would prove at trial that on approximately May 15, 2004, the Chief of Police in Darby arrested GARIBAY-GARIBAY for trespassing and detained him at Ravalli County Detention Center.  Three days later, the charges were dropped; however, while GARIBAY-GARIBAY was detained when a question was raised about his citizenship.  Ravalli County Sheriff’s Office contacted Immigration and Customs Enforcement officers who confirmed GARIBAY-GARIBAY was not a United States citizen and had previously been deported from the United States.  


On May 17, 2004, Ravalli County Sheriff’s Office turned GARIBAY-GARIBAY over to Immigration and Customs Enforcement custody.  GARIBAY-GARIBAY’s alien file included twelve Warrants of Deportation over the past 27 years, showing formal deportation from the United States on October 20, 1977, June 6, 1980; May 16, 1983; February 23, 1984; January 29, 1985; June 25, 1987; April 28, 1988; June 1, 1990; July 12, 1990; May 28, 1994; October 11, 1996; and July 25, 2000.  Further investigation with Customs and Border Protection revealed GARIBAY-GARIBAY was an aggravated felon, convicted of felony sexual abuse in the second degree in 1978 in Marion County, Oregon.  Additionally, GARIBAY-GARIBAY has a history of federal convictions including violating two counts of eluding examination and inspection.


He faces possible penalties of 20 years in prison, a $250,000 fine and 3 years supervised release. 


Assistant U.S. Attorney Kris McLean prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Bureau of Immigration and Customs Enforcement.
