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JUAN LEMUS VALENCIA SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls, on July 30, 2004, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, JUAN LEMUS VALENCIA, age 23, appeared for sentencing.  VALENCIA was sentenced to a term of:

VALENCIA was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to charges of conspiracy to possess methamphetamine with the intent to distribute. 


On June 25, 2003, a Great Falls Police detective learned that a person, later identified as VALENCIA’s co-defendant, intended to trade methamphetamine for a stolen television.  The transaction was to take place in Great Falls.


On June 25, 2003, Great Falls law enforcement officers stopped two vehicles in connection with the transaction.  A subsequent search resulted in the seizure of a pickup truck and a Buick automobile.


On the morning of June 26, 2003, the co-defendant contacted VALENCIA at a local motel and instructed him to “get the stuff out of the room.”  The detective traced VALENCIA to the motel where he was staying.  Officers searched the motel room and found a hydraulic jack which contained 52 grams of suspected methamphetamine.  Officers also seized $85.00 in cash from VALENCIA.


On June 30, 2003, the detective searched the Buick and found another hydraulic jack, which contained 82 grams of suspected methamphetamine.


The jack from the Buick was given to the Drug Enforcement Administration for fingerprint analysis, and VALENCIA’s fingerprints were found on the jack.


The co-defendant admitted to law enforcement that the co-defendant, VALENCIA, and another person traveled to Montana together on June 19, 2003.  The co-defendant stated that they came to Montana so that they could trade methamphetamine for the stolen television set and also distribute methamphetamine.


Because there is no parole in the federal system, the “truth in sentencing” guidelines mandate that VALENCIA will likely serve all of the time imposed by the court.  In the federal system, VALENCIA does have the opportunity to earn a sentence reduction for “good behavior.”  However, this reduction will not exceed 15% of the overall sentence.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Joe Thaggard prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Great Falls Police Department and the Bureau of Immigration and Customs Enforcement.
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
