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KENNETH RAY STANDING ROCK SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls, on August 5, 2004, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, KENNETH RAY STANDING ROCK, a 23-year-old resident of Havre, appeared for sentencing.  STANDING ROCK was sentenced to a term of:

STANDING ROCK was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to charges of aiding and abetting burglary. On February 27, 2003, a co-defendant contacted STANDING ROCK and a juvenile by telephone about burglarizing a relative’s residence the next day.  The plan was to steal marijuana.


The next morning, February 28, 2003, the co-defendant and  STANDING ROCK picked up the juvenile and proceeded to the residence, which is located within the boundaries of the Rocky Boy’s Indian Reservation.  The juvenile entered the residence by kicking in the front door.  STANDING ROCK and the co-defendant waited outside of the residence in the car until they observed a police cruiser near the residence.  They then drove away.


At approximately 9:00 a.m., on February 28, 2003,  Rocky Boy’s dispatch received a call about a burglary in progress.  Officer Trina Wolf Chief responded to the location and encountered a juvenile inside of the house.  Wolf Chief arrested the juvenile. 


Assistant U.S. Attorney Lori Suek prosecuted the case for the United States.


Because there is no parole in the federal court system, the “truth in sentencing” guidelines mandate that STANDING ROCK will likely serve all of the time imposed by the court.  In the federal system, STANDING ROCK does have the opportunity to earn a sentence reduction for “good behavior.”  However, this reduction will not exceed 15% of the overall sentence.
