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ARMANDO MORA-SILVA SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Helena, on August 16, 2004, before Senior U.S. District Judge Charles C. Lovell, MORA-SILVA, a 31-year-old resident of Mexico, appeared for sentencing.  MORA-SILVA was sentenced to a term of:

MORA-SILVA was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to charges of re-entry of a deported alien. 


On March 12, 2004, Special Agent Dobie conducted a Central Index System (CIS) check on both individuals.  The CIS check indicated a previous deportation for Armando MORA-SILVA, as well as a National Automated Immigrant Lockout (NAILS) record, which indicated MORA-SILVA had been arrested for felony kidnaping on August 9, 1991.  An Amended Information was filed alleging attempted coercion.  MORA-SILVA was convicted of the charge on October 24, 1991, and he received an eighteen month-suspended sentence. 


On March 12, 2004, MORA-SILVA’s fingerprints were faxed to the FBI.  The fingerprints were compared with the fingerprints on the Warrant of Deportation from 1991 and matched exactly.


Because there is no parole in the federal system, the “truth in sentencing” guidelines mandate that MORA-SILVA will likely serve all of the time imposed by the court.  In the federal system, MORA-SILVA does have the opportunity to earn a sentence reduction for “good behavior.”  However, this reduction will not exceed 15% of the overall sentence.


Assistant U.S. Attorney George F. Darragh prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Bureau of Immigration and Customs Enforcement and the Helena Police Department.
