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TIMOTHY DEWAYNE CARPENTER SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Billings, on August 19, 2004, before U.S. District Judge Richard F. Cebull, TIMOTHY DEWAYNE CARPENTER, a 40-year-old resident of Billings, appeared for sentencing.  CARPENTER was sentenced to a term of:

CARPENTER was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to receipt of child pornography. 


During September of 2001, in Billings, CARPENTER knowingly received and possessed child pornography, using various computer equipment in his residence. 


The investigation began upon the receipt of a report from one of CARPENTER’s juvenile relatives indicating that he and another juvenile male relative had been sexually abused by CARPENTER.  Others in the state investigation gave information about CARPENTER’s possession of child pornography on his computer.


When that computer was seized, items of child pornography were found on the computer and a note in CARPENTER’s handwriting was found detailing child pornography websites.  CARPENTER received child pornography from those and other websites transmitted via computer to his residence.  CARPENTER then kept some of those images on his computer and possessed them.  There were more than ten images and the children in some of those images were prepubescent or under the age of 12.                                             
Because there is no parole in the federal system, the “truth in sentencing” guidelines mandate that CARPENTER will likely serve all of the time imposed by the court.  In the federal system, CARPENTER does have the opportunity to earn a sentence reduction for “good behavior.”  However, this reduction will not exceed 15% of the overall sentence.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Marcia Hurd prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Federal Bureau of Investigation, the Internal Revenue Service Criminal Investigation and the Yellowstone County Sheriff’s Office.
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
