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ALLEN THOMAS BRAMBLE SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Billings, on September 15, 2004, before U.S. District Judge Richard F. Cebull, ALLEN THOMAS BRAMBLE, a 34-year-old resident of Billings, appeared for sentencing.  BRAMBLE was sentenced to a term of:

Prison: 30 years and 5 years; sentences to run concurrently

Special Assessment: $2,200

Supervised Release: 5 years total; to run concurrently


BRAMBLE was sentenced after a jury found him guilty after a nine-day trial in February of 2004.  BRAMBLE was found guilty of possession with conspiracy with intent to distribute methamphetamine, possession with intent to distribute methamphetamine and money laundering.


From an unknown date believed to be in December 2000 and before, up to and including February 2002, in Billings and other areas, BRAMBLE, along with co-conspirators and others, conspired to possess with intent to distribute more than 500 grams of d-methamphetamine.


On or about an unknown date believed to be in early April of 2001, in Billings, BRAMBLE and co-conspirators possessed with intent to distribute approximately 10 pounds of d-methamphetamine.  In July of 2001, in Billings, BRAMBLE and co-conspirators possessed with intent to distribute approximately ten pounds of d-methamphetamine.


During 2001 and 2002, BRAMBLE and co-conspirators, knowing that the money involved in financial transactions represented proceeds from the illegal distribution of methamphetamine.  BRAMBLE conducted financial transactions by participating in the initiating or concluding of the wiring of money via Western Union to the State of California and other places.  The intent was to promote the carrying on of the unlawful distribution of methamphetamine.


Because there is no parole in the federal system, the “truth in sentencing” guidelines mandate that BRAMBLE will likely serve all of the time imposed by the court.  In the federal system, BRAMBLE does have the opportunity to earn a sentence reduction for “good behavior.”  However, this reduction will not exceed 15% of the overall sentence.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Jim Seykora prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Federal Bureau of Investigation and the City County Special Investigation Unit located in Billings.
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
