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MARTIN CARL KRUSE PLEADS GUILTY IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Billings, on September 29, 2004, before Senior U.S. District Judge Jack D. Shanstrom, MARTIN CARL KRUSE, a 45-year-old resident of Billings, pled guilty to manufacturing or attempting to manufacture methamphetamine. Sentencing is set for ?.  KRUSE is currently detained/released.?


In an Information filed by the United States, the government alleged that on or about July 12, 2002, in Billings, KRUSE, knowingly and unlawfully attempt to manufacture less than 50 grams, that is, 23.3 grams of a mixture or substance containing a detectable amount of methamphetamine, or did aid and abet another attempting to manufacture methamphetamine.

 
KRUSE faces possible penalties of a mandatory 5 to 40 years in prison, a $2,000,000 fine and 4 years supervised release.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Ed Laws prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Drug Enforcement Administration.
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
