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AMY LYNN RODEFER PLEADS GUILTY IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Missoula, on September 29, 2004, before Chief U.S. District Judge Donald W. Molloy, AMY LYNN RODEFER, a 34-year-old resident of Missoula, pled guilty to identity theft.  Sentencing is set for January 7, 2005, at 10:00 a.m.  RODEFER is currently released.


In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States, the government stated it would prove at trial that Beginning on or about February 2002, and continuing until on or about January 2003, RODEFER knowingly and with intent to defraud made numerous transactions using credit cards issued to another person.  During this time, RODEFER also knowingly and with intent to defraud opened multiple credit card accounts in the name of the same person.  RODEFER made these credit card transactions and opened these credit card accounts without the knowledge or consent of the person.  RODEFER failed to pay the balance due on any of these accounts.


RODEFER made transactions with the following businesses:

Capital One - Outstanding Balance: $10,830.38


AT&T Universal Credit Card - Outstanding Balance: $9,885.71


Bon Marche Account - Outstanding Balance: $1,123.26

Household Credit Services - Outstanding Balance: $5,500.00

Target - Outstanding Charges: $181.24


Between February 2002, and January 2003, RODEFER, either through the unlawful use of the person’s credit cards without his or her knowledge or consent, or through accounts opened in his or her name without knowledge or consent, received value of at least $48,000.00. 


She faces possible penalties of 15 years in prison, a $250,000 fine and 3 years supervised release. 


Assistant U.S. Attorney Kris McLean prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by Bureau of Immigration and Customs Enforcement.
