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SHANNON LEE FARMER SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Missoula, on October 14, 2004, before Chief U.S. District Judge Donald W. Molloy, SHANNON LEE FARMER, a 31-year-old resident of Kalispell, appeared for sentencing.  FARMER was sentenced to a term of:

FARMER was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to conspiracy to import marijuana and methlyenedioxmethamphetine. 


Beginning around November 2003 and continuing through about April 14, 2004, in and around Kalispell and elsewhere, both within and without the state and district of Montana, FARMER and Jedediah Dale Atkinson, conspired to import into the United States from Canada more than 100 kilograms of marijuana.


Because there is no parole in the federal system, the “truth in sentencing” guidelines mandate that FARMER will likely serve all of the time imposed by the court.  In the federal system, FARMER does have the opportunity to earn a sentence reduction for “good behavior.”  However, this reduction will not exceed 15% of the overall sentence.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Josh Van de Wetering prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Bureau of Immigration and Customs Enforcement.
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
