BECKER was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to criminal contempt. 


On or about the 1st day of September 1998, and continuing until the Bankruptcy case was dismissed in Butte, BECKER disobeyed a lawful court order by failing to file the bankruptcy schedules and a statement of financial affairs required by the Bankruptcy Rules and Order of the Court.  BECKER also failed to list all property he owned which is required by the rules.  This includes a residence in Butte.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Victoria Francis prosecuted this case for the United States.
