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SARA BEVERLY YUEILL SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls, on October 14, 2004, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, SARA BEVERLY YUEILL, a 34-year-old resident of Zimmerman, Minnesota, appeared for sentencing.  YUEILL was sentenced to a term of:

YUEILL was sentenced in connection with her guilty plea to possession of marijuana with intent to distribute. 


In approximately February 2004, three individuals planned to transport marijuana from Los Angeles, California, to Minneapolis, Minnesota.  As part of that conspiracy, on approximately March 15, 2004, a co-conspirator drove a rental car to Los Angeles where she met another co-conspirator, who took her rental car for a short period of time on

March 18, 2004.  The vehicle was loaded with marijuana when it was returned to her. 


On approximately March 18, 2004, YUEILL traveled from Minneapolis to Los Angeles to “help with the driving.”  On March 19, 2004, the co-conspirators met again, and YUEILL was present.  


One co-conspirator drove the car loaded with marijuana, followed by the rental car driven by another co-conspirator and YUEILL.  They planned to drive east across Montana and North Dakota to Minnesota via Interstate Highways 90 and 94.  They became lost and instead followed Interstate 15 north into Canada.  They were attempting to return to the United States when they were detained at the Port of Sweetgrass.


On March 20, 2004, a United States Bureau of Immigration and Customs Enforcement (BICE) agent was on duty at the Port of Sweetgrass.  On that date, a co-defendant attempted to enter the United States from Canada via the Port of Sweetgrass. 


A second vehicle, driven by another co-defendant, and occupied by YUEILL, also tried to enter the United States from Canada via the Port of Sweetgrass.


A strong odor of marijuana emanated from the first vehicle.  Four hundred and fifty-three pounds of marijuana was found in the trunk of that vehicle.  A black bag found in the second vehicle contained a small amount of marijuana.


YUEILL and a co-defendant initially denied that they knew the person in the first vehicle. 


YUEILL and the two co-defendants were detained. 


A Bureau of Immigration and Customs Enforcement Special Agent interviewed YUEILL subsequent to her detention.  YUEILL admitted that she rented the car which she and a co-conspirator drove.  YUEILL admitted she believed the car she and the co-conspirator occupied was a “decoy vehicle.”  YUEILL also admitted that while still in Canada, the co-conspirator told YUEILL to deny any knowledge of the other co-conspirator to the authorities.    


Because there is no parole in the federal system, the “truth in sentencing” guidelines mandate that YUEILL will likely serve all of the time imposed by the court.  In the federal system, YUEILL does have the opportunity to earn a sentence reduction for “good behavior.”  However, this reduction will not exceed 15% of the overall sentence.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Joe Thaggard prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Bureau of Immigration and Customs Enforcement.
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
