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JOHN A. MENZ SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls, on October 18, 2004, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, JOHN A. MENZ, a 20-year-old resident of Poplar, appeared for sentencing. MENZ was sentenced to a term of:

MENZ was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to sexual abuse. 


On June 7, 2003, the Roosevelt County Sheriff’s Office Dispatch Center received  notification from Poplar Community Hospital that a woman had been raped.  The Poplar Police responded to the hospital and he spoke with the victim. 


Subsequently, MENZ consented to an interview with the Fort Peck Tribe Supervisory Criminal Investigator and ultimately admitted having intercourse with the victim but said it was consensual.


Because there is no parole in the federal system, the “truth in sentencing” guidelines mandate that MENZ will likely serve all of the time imposed by the court.  In the federal system, MENZ does have the opportunity to earn a sentence reduction for “good behavior.”  However, this reduction will not exceed 15% of the overall sentence.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Klaus Richter prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Federal Bureau of Investigation and the Fort Peck Tribe Investigations Unit.
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
