SUPERVISED RELEASE

Upon release from imprisonment, the defendant shall be on supervised release for a term of

3 years on count 3; 3 years on count 6 to run concurrently to count 3; 3 years on count 7 to run concurrently to counts 3 and 6; 3 years
on count 8 to run concurrently to counts 3,6 and 7.

The defendant must report to the probation office in the district to which the defendant is released within 72 hours of release from the
custody of the Bureau of Prisons.

The defendant shall not commit another federal, state, or local crime.
The defendant shall not unlawfully possess a controlled substance. The defendant shall refrain from any unlawful use of a controlled

substance. The defendant shall submit to one drug test within 15 days of release from imprisonment and at Jeast two periodic drug tests
thereafter, as determined by the court.

3)  the defendant shall answer truthfully all inquiries by the probation officer and follow the instructions of the probation officer;
4) the defendant shall support his or her dependents and meet other family responsibilities;

5) the defendant shall work regularly at a lawful occupation, unless excused by the probation officer for schooling, training, or other
acceptable reasons;

6) the defendant shall notify the probation officer at least ten days prior to any change in residence or employment;

7y  the defendant shall refrain from excessive use of alcohol and shall not purchase, possess, USs¢, distribute, or administer any controlled
substance or any paraphernalia related to any conirolled substances, except as prescribed by a physician,

8) the defendant shall not frequent places where controlied substances are illegally sold, used, distributed, or administered;

9) the defendant shall not associate with any %ersons engaged in criminal activity and shall not associate with any person convicted of a
felony, unless granted permission to do so by the probation officer;

10) the defendant shall permit a probation officer to visit him or her at any time at home or elsewhere and shall permit confiscation of any
contraband observed in plain view of the probation officer;

11) the defendant shall notify the probation officer within seventy-two hours of being arrested or questioned by a law enforcement officer;
