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MEN ADMIT TO FRAUD INVOLVING
COLLEGE TEXTBOOK SCAM

(Sherman, Texas) Two individuals associated with a textbook store located in
Plano have pleaded guilty to conspiracy to commit mail fraud. VICTOR MARC
LINZY, 40, of Grand Prairie, and JOSEPH TIMOTHY KEENAN, 51, of Plano,
pleaded guilty before United States District Judge Paul Brown.

According to court documents, Keenan owned and operated a business in
Plano under the name of "PJ's Campus Books.”" From about December 1999 to
October 2003, Keenan conspired with Linzy to commit mail fraud in a scam involving
textbooks worth thousands of dollars. Using names of fictitious companies
purporting to be linked to educational institutions, Linzy would order and receive
high-demand textbooks from major publishing companies in New York, New Jersey
and Pennsylvania. The publishing companies never received compensation for the
shipments. Linzy would then have the books delivered to Keenan to be sold at his
business or on the Internet. Linzy would receive compensation from Keenan for the
delivery of the books.

Linzy and Keenan each face up to 5 years in prison and a fine of up to
$250,000.

The U.S. Postal Inspection Service is investigating the case. Assistant U.S.
Attorney Terri Hagan is prosecuting the case.
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
