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FEDERAL GRAND JURY RETURNS INDICTMENTS

Madison, Wisconsin -- A federal grand jury in the Western District of Wisconsin,
sitting in Madison, returned the following indictments today. You are advised that a
charge is merely an accusation and that a defendant is presumed innocent until and unless
proven guilty.

CALIFORNIA MAN CHARGED WITH BANK FRAUD

Bruce Eric Williams, 45, Sacramento, Calif., is charged with four counts of bank
fraud. The indictment alleges that from August 4 to August 6, 2008, Williams defrauded
four branches of Amcore Bank in Madison, New Glarus and Baraboo of a total of $16,200.

If convicted, Williams faces a maximum penalty of 30 years in federal prison. The
charges against him are the result of an investigation by the U.S. Secret Service. The
prosecution of this case has been assigned to Assistant U.S. Attorney Peter M. Jarosz.

MADISON MAN CHARGED WITH VIOLATING SEX OFFENDER
REGISTRATION AND NOTIFICATION ACT

Walter S. Sanders, 30, of Madison, Wis., is charged with violating the Sex Offender
Registration and Notification Act (SORNA). The indictment alleges that Sanders, a person
who was required to register under SORNA, traveled in interstate commerce from
Wisconsin to Mississippi and failed to update his registration as required by SORNA.

If convicted, Sanders faces a maximum penalty of 10 years in federal prison. The
charge against him is the result of an investigation by the U.S. Marshals Service. The
prosecution of this case has been assigned to Assistant U.S. Attorney Laura Przybylinski
Finn.



THREE MEN CHARGED WITH DISTRIBUTING COCAINE;
FORFEITURE OF COLUMBIA COUNTY PROPERTY SOUGHT

Jerome Worzalla, 60, Sun Prairie, Wis., Ken Jessick, 50, Town of Hampden, Wis., and
Maciel A. Nino-Rodriguez, 38, Madison, Wis., are charged with one count of conspiracy
to possess and distribute cocaine, 15 counts of distributing cocaine, and one count of
possessing cocaine with intent to distribute. The indictment alleges that this drug
conspiracy existed from February 2007 until February 4, 2009.

The indictment also seeks the forfeiture to the United States from Jerome Worzalla
of property alleged to facilitate the commission of six of the drug offenses charged in the
indictment. The property is located at W2526 Arnold Road, Town of Hampden, Columbia
County.

If convicted, Worzalla, Jessick and Nino-Rodriguez face a mandatory minimum
penalty of 10 years and a maximum penalty of life in federal prison on the conspiracy
charge, and a maximum penalty of 20 years in federal prison on the distribution charges.
The charges against them are the result of an investigation by the Columbia County
Sheriff's Department, Dodge County Sheriff’'s Department, Drug Enforcement
Administration, and Wisconsin Department of Justice - Division of Criminal Investigation.
The prosecution of this case has been assigned to Assistant U.S. Attorney Paul W. Connell.

NEVADA MAN CHARGED WITH DRUG CRIME

Joel Quinones-Meza, 54, of Las Vegas, is charged with attempting to possess more
than five kilograms of cocaine with intent to distribute. The indictment alleges that he
attempted to possess the cocaine on February 3, 2009.

If convicted, Quinones-Meza faces a mandatory minimum penalty of 10 years and
a maximum penalty of life in federal prison. The charge against him is the result of an
investigation by the Madison and Rockford offices of the Drug Enforcement
Administration, Beloit Police Department, and Wisconsin Department of Justice - Division
of Criminal Investigation. The prosecution of this case has been assigned to Assistant U.S.
Attorney Laura Przybylinski Finn.

ROCKFORD MAN CHARGED WITH DRUG CRIME
Froylan Zepeda, 35, Rockford, I, is charged with attempting to possess more than
five kilograms of cocaine with intent to distribute. The indictment alleges that he

attempted to possess the cocaine on February 5, 2009.

If convicted, Zepeda faces a mandatory minimum penalty of 10 years and a
maximum penalty of life in federal prison. The charge against him is the result of an



investigation by the Madison and Rockford offices of the Drug Enforcement
Administration, Beloit Police Department, and Wisconsin Department of Justice - Division
of Criminal Investigation. The prosecution of this case has been assigned to Assistant U.S.
Attorney Laura Przybylinski Finn.

JANESVILLE MAN CHARGED WITH DISTRIBUTING CRACK COCAINE

Christopher C. Bell, 34, of Janesville, Wis., is charged with distributing five grams
or more of crack cocaine on January 13, 2009, and possessing five grams or more of crack
cocaine with intent to distribute on February 12, 2009.

If convicted, Bell faces a maximum penalty of life in federal prison. The charges
against him are the result of an investigation by the Rock County Safe Streets Task Force,
Drug Enforcement Administration, and Beloit Police Department. The prosecution of this
case has been assigned to Assistant U.S. Attorney David J. Reinhard.

MADISON MAN CHARGED WITH DRUG CRIME

Vincent A. Lowe, 33, Madison, Wis., is charged with possessing fifty grams or more
of crack cocaine with the intent to distribute. The indictment alleges that he possessed the
crack cocaine on September 16, 2008.

If convicted, Lowe faces a mandatory minimum penalty of five years and a
maximum penalty of 40 years in federal prison. The charge against him is the result of an
investigation by the Dane County Narcotics and Gang Task Force. The prosecution of this
case has been assigned to Assistant U.S. Attorney Elizabeth Altman.

MAN CHARGED WITH ILLEGAL RE-ENTRY INTO UNITED STATES

Carlos Carmona-Martinez, 29, a citizen of Mexico found living in Eau Claire, Wis.,
is charged with intentionally re-entering the United States after previously being deported.
The indictment alleges that he was found in the United States on January 28, 2009.

If convicted, Carmona-Martinez faces a maximum penalty of two years in federal
prison. The charge against him is the result of an investigation conducted by U.S.
Immigration and Customs Enforcement. The prosecution of this case has been assigned
to Assistant U.S. Attorney Rita M. Rumbelow.
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
